I will take responsibility for any failure

Christ did not and does not blame us for what He sacrificed – and it was our sin that sent Him to he cross…we should own up to what He saves us from daily.
My greatest counsel is through my life
John 15:8 “This is to my Father's glory, that you bear much fruit, showing yourselves to be my disciples”. We live out the example of our life each day and paint a picture of “what Jesus would do”
I never lose what I give to the Lord

What you give him He gives back 100 fold… how can you lose anything when you gain  eternity!


Character is better than talent
Doing great things with out pureness of heart, of intent, is in vain… if it accomplishes nothing for Him, or our name becomes dashed in the dirt in the process that is what is remembered, not the act but the action with which it is asserted is what remains
It is never right to do wrong

He is righteous and calls us to be righteous, we are a work in progress being perfected until the day of His return… but His mercies are fresh each day!

The Bible ALWAYS has the answer
It’s our owners manual – literally, all we need to know about how we treat others, how we make decisions, how we gain what we need to survive, it’s all in there
I can be faithful when I can't do anything else
sometimes words are not enough, actions are fleeting to meet a need, but we can always be faithful – faithful to love, faithful to pray, and faithful to follow God’s call and leading in our lives.
Everything I have has been given to me

It all comes from Him anyway… from beginning to end, our loved ones, our homes, the food we eat, all we have – even our own life - is on loan. We should treasure all we have and all we are
My friends are my best riches
Friends are loyal, love you unconditionally, speak truth when you need to hear it, encourage you, sharpen you… what material thing can do that? None!
Have at least one heartfelt conversation with the one who loves you more than His own Life!
Spend some one on one time each day not just knowing more about Christ but knowing Him more personally – I can know about Mike, but until I know Him myself, talk with Him, learn how I can trust him, He would never be a close friend, a true friend – he would just be a nice guy in my life… he same applies with Christ.  He wants to be a true friend, a trusted friend, He desires an actual fellowship!
